1. Accredit of IHEP CA
· On problem was brought up.  IHEP CA allows to use phone for identification of a requestor if he is a well known person by the RA.  According to the minimum CA requirements, RA must identify a end entity by face-to-face meeting or official valid documents and using phone may violate the requirement.  Jae-Hyuck gave a comment that we should now allow phone since it violates minimum CA requirements.  Eric and Yoshio consider that phone can be acceptable if the requestor is personally well known by the RA.
If we allow phone for identification of end entities, we should revise minimum CA requirements.  This issue will be discussed in the next VTC.
Since we could not reach to the consensus on this issue, we could not accredit IHEP CA as a production-level CA at this VTC.
